Development Council (CDC), sponsoring agency for the Brazoria County Head 

Start and Early Head Start Programs since 1975. The Child Development 

Council of Brazoria County exists to provide early childhood development 

experiences, health services, family and community partnerships in order to bring 

about a greater degree of social competence in pre-school children from low-

income families. 

 

Head Start was launched by Congress under the Johnson Administration during the summer of 

1965. Nationally there have been 27,566,002 children who have participated in the program. In 

Brazoria County, over 13,000 preschool age children have participated in the program before 

entering the public school system on equal footing with their more economic advantaged peers. 

 

During these tough economic times, we have much to be grateful for. Our current funded 

enrollment is for a total of 569, which includes children from birth to preschool age and 

pregnant teens. We have a total of seven centers; Alvin, Angleton , Brazoria, Freeport, Lake 

Jackson, Pearland and Sweeny. We also have classrooms on the campuses of  Alvin ISD, 

Angleton ISD, Columbia-Brazoria ISD and Sweeny ISD. We are grateful for our ISD partners 

and for all of our supporters throughout the county for all that they do to help ensure the 

continued success of our program.
